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During the second semester of the year 2007 a group of academic and students of the Technological Faculty of the Distrital University Francisco José de Caldas, perceive the necessity to build a serial publication that tended for the spreading of investigation results in thematic of the Electronic Engineering, of Telecommunications, of Control and Instrumentation, their basic and similar sciences. This idea consolidated with the purpose of assuming the paper of: search, treatment, innovation and production of socially useful knowledge to strengthen an academic community that influenced and impacted with rigor other sectors like the social, productive and the managerial. In that way the magazine emerges “Vision Electrónica: something more than a solid state”, of scientific-technological character, as a space of written production directed to the distrital, national and international academic community.
The edition carries out it the Technological Faculty of the Distrital University Francisco José de Caldas and it comes out once a semester.  An now, the lineaments are presented for the publication of documents.
1. Constituent sections of the magazine 
INVESTIGATING VISION: It develops thematic that has been product of scientific-technological, total or partial investigations, seen from the exercise of the Engineering. In this section are found the following kinds of documents: 
1)
Article of scientific and technological investigation. Document, that presents, in detailed way, the original results of ended projects of investigation. The structure generally used contains four important parts: introduction, methodology, results and conclusions. 
2)
 Reflection article. Document, that presents results of ended investigation
since the author’s analytic, interpretive or critic perspective, on a specific topic, recoursing to original sources. 
3)
Revision article. Document resulted of an ended invest
tigation where the results of published investigations or not published are analyzed, systematized and integrated, on a field in science or technology, with the purpose of giving details of the advances and the development tendencies. It is characterized to present a careful bibliographical revision of at least 50 references. 
VISION OF CASE: It gives to know the revision or reflection of technical and methodological experiences considered in a specific case, seen with regard to similar cases (unpublished and outstanding grade works, developments and specific technological applications). In this section, the following kinds of documents are found: 
4)
Short article. Brief document that presents preliminary or partial original results of a scientific or technological investigation that in general require a soon diffusion. 
5)
Report of case. Document that presents the results of a study on a particular situation with the purpose of giving to know the technical and methodological experiences
considered in a specific case. It includes a commented systematic revision of the
literature about similar cases. 
6)
Topic revision. Document resulted of the critical revision of the literature about a particular topic. 
TODAY’S VISION: It develops thematic that contribute to the socialization of the knowledge, presenting to academic pars the critical revision of the literature on a particular topic in engineering. In this section, the following kinds of documents are found: 
7)
Translation. Translations of classic texts, of nowadays, transcriptions of historical documents or of particular interest in the domain of publication of the magazine. 
8)
Topic revision. Document resulted of the critical revision of the literature in particular about a topic. 
VISION OF CONTEXT: The purpose is the treatment of topics, phenomena, developments or innovations that are identified in the environment of the engineering or its teaching, dealt critically from the basic sciences and the humanities. In this section, the following kinds of documents are found: 
9)
Report of case. Document that presents the results of a study about a particular situation, with the purpose of giving to know the technical and methodological experiences considered in a specific case. It includes a commented systematic revision of the literature about similar cases. 
10)
Topic revision. Document resulted of the critical revision of the literature in particular about a topic.
11)
Letters to the editor. Critical, analytic or interpretive position on the documents published in the magazine that constitute an important contribution to the discussion of the topic in opinion of the editorial Committee, on the part of the scientific community of reference. 
12)
Editorial. Document written by the editor, a member of the editorial committee or an invited investigator, about orientations in the thematic domain of the magazine. 
BIBLIOGRAPHICAL VISION: It is a written review of the nowadays books, commented by those who carried out the reading and analysis of the new bibliographical material. In this section, the following kinds of documents are found:
13)
Reflection document not derivative of investigation. Document that presents a result not necessarily derivative of investigation, from the author’s analytic, interpretive or critic perspective, on a specific topic. 
14)
Bibliographical review. Comments strongly structured that suggest, in a critical or descriptive way, the reading of texts, books, or documents of interest for the academic community. 
15)
Other Documents that categorize according with the innovation process and development of the magazine 
Language and appropriate style for the writing of articles 
· It becomes necessary that the articles are written for an international audience, avoiding the excessive centralization in strictly local experiences or matters. 
· It must be used structures of simple sentences, avoiding those too long or complex ones. 
· The used vocabulary must be basic and common. The technical terms must be explained shortly; likewise, the meaning of the abbreviations must be presented the first time that they appear in the text. 
· The authors are responsible that their work is led of a professional way and ethics. 
The publication format 
· The postulated articles must have a minimum extension of 10 pages, maxim of 20 and to double space, source of letter Arial 12 points, margins of 2 centimeters. 
· Two copies of the document must be submitted in electronic and printed in size letter, elaborated in format text. doc. For articles whose origin is international, the means of submit will be through electronic mail. 
Structure of the content 
The articles presented to the magazine will have the following structure: 
- Title: it will be short, maximum of nine words or divided in title and subtitle, attractiveness for the potential reader and written in sustained capital, in Spanish and English. 
- Author(s): Author’s complete name(s), accompanied by academic qualification, working place, institutional e-mail. 
- Summarize: it must be presented in Spanish and English with a maximum 250 words and it must contain: 1) what the author has made, 2) how he made it (only if it is important to detail it), 3) the main results,  4) the relevance of the results. Also, it must be accompanied from three to six passwords in the respective languages. 
- Content: it should be presented by sections. 
- Footnote: they must be of explanatory character. 
- Recognitions: they are included at the end of the document, before the bibliography. They must present information about the project, if there is it, of the one that is derived the document. 
- Bibliography: the use of bibliographical references must make it in numbered way in the order in that the sources have been mentioned in the text, this way: [1], when several serial sources are used it is presented [1-9], not serial [1,2,9]. If it is used the same source again in another part of the document, the number assigned initially is conserved. In the bibliography the references are listed according to the order of appearance in the text. Its presentation structure is the following one (according to model IEEE):

The images 
· All the figures, graphic, maps and charts must be carried out in black ink or grayscale, to be numbered and to be titled in a clear way. Also, they must be located in the nearest place to where they are mentioned; and to attach a file portfolio with the images in format tiff. 
· When the articles include equations, these must be elaborated in an appropriate editor of equations. 
The selection procedure 
· The fact that a document is received, it doesn't imply the obligatory of its publication. 
· The editorial committee takes charge of the revision of the documents, with the purpose of verifying the execution of the norms proposed in the instructions to the authors and of the relevance of the topic for the magazine. If the document doesn't fulfill the form or its topic is not of relevance, it will be returned to the author for its modification. 
· When the document passes the first filter, it is sent to the committee of assessment pars who will take charge of evaluating its thematic importance. The revision is of the doubly blind type, that is to say, that the document is submitted to the pars without information of the author(s) and to the author(s) received the evaluation without information of the assessment pars. 
· The specified number of assessment pars is two; however the concept of one more par will be requested, if the comments of the two initials are contradictory. 
· The fact that a document has been received, it doesn't necessarily imply its publication.
